Isla Mujeres, the Island of Women, known by the ancient Mayan people as 
the sanctuary of Ix Chel, the goddess of love, fertility and the moon. 
Located just eight miles from Cancun, Isla Mujeres is a secluded island 
paradise surrounded by crystalline waters and a coral reef, reflecting off of 
one of the whitest beaches in all of Mexico, that offers unmatched beauty 
and charm where time passes slowly and your dream vacation becomes a 
reality.  

 

Isla Mujeres is only 5 miles long and half a mile wide with a downtown area 
of just four by six blocks.  Isla's terrain is flat with beaches on all sides.  
The average temperature is 80 degrees and 60% humidity.  

  

Getting there involves a 30 minute cab ride from the Cancun airport to the 
Puerto Juarez ferry terminal and another 20 minute ride on fast and modern 
boats. There is a departure every 30 minutes all day long.  



    

Isla Mujeres is a fishing village and though it is now discovered by tourists 
it still retains its charm and tranquil atmosphere.  

  

As you stroll the streets in the evening you will see families gathered 
together in Caribbean styled homes, tucked between stores and restaurants, 
mending their fishing nets and relaxing.
