School will be back in session after Labour Day and that means the Atlin School Speed Zone will be back in
effect. Please take extra care to watch for children on the road and not to exceed the 30 Kilometers per hour
speed between 8:00 AM and 5:00 PM. As the season changes and the hours of darkness increase it is difficult
for drivers to see pedestrians and cyclists in time. If you are walking or riding at night be sure you can be seen
with reflective clothing and properly working reflectors and lights on bicycles. The Law in BC requires all cyclists
to wear bicycle helmets and if riding after dark the cycle must be equipped with approved lights. Bicycles should
always be ridden single-file and on the right side of the road, while pedestrians should walk on the left side of the
road if there is no sidewalk. Atlin RCMP will be making extra patrols to ensure the safety of all users of the roads
in and around Atlin.
