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While much of America is dealing with falling home values and rampant foreclosures, Forbes Magazine has listed Augusta as one of the best middle class housing markets in the country. 
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Augusta was singled out because homes in its middle class increased in value by 2 percent.
Ithaca, New York, was named as the top city for middle class housing, followed by Winston-Salem, North Carolina, Utica, New York, Spartanburg, South Carolina, Little Rock, Arkansas was ranked 5th, Pueblo, Colorado 6th, Augusta 7th, and Oklahoma City, Oklahoma, 
Des Moines, Iowa and Dallas, Texas round out the top 10.
Just last week, MSN Money ranked Augusta as the 2nd best metropolitan area for housing appreciation. Housing values in Augusta have climbed 5.5 percent since 2007. 
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
